The King’s Head at Wadenhoe, well sit-
uated for Lunch and reckoned by The Sunday
Times to be the best riverside pub in Britain,
where you can step out of your canoe
straight into their garden. Also on this trip
you'll be passing by The Middle Nene Sailing
Club, Titchmarsh Nature Reserve, Wadenhoe’s
Norman Church, The Lyveden Way, Lilford
Hall, and a beautiful arched bridge at Lilford
that can only really be appreciated from the
river (as shown below). This great trip ends at
the lovely Upper Barnwell Lock, situated right
next to Oundle Mill where you might like to

stop for a drink or full afternoon tea before
we pick you up to return you to your car in
Thrapston. You then drive to your overnight
camp at Ditchford, just a few miles away, to
relax in your ready prepared bell tent.

Is one of our favourites. Offering an out-
standing day on the river, and at less than 8.5
miles, this one shouldn’t be too testing. You'll
be getting into the water at the Nine Arches
Bridge in Thrapston/Islip to begin your
paddle. The King’s Head at Wadenhoe is well
situated for lunch and reckoned by The
Sunday Times to be the best riverside pub in
Britain, where you can step out of your
canoe straight into their garden. Also on this
trip you'll be passing by Wadenhoe’s Norman
Church, The Lyveden Way, Lilford Hall and a
beautiful Arched Bridge at Lilford that can
only really be appreciated from the River.

Your overnight stop is located in the Village
of Barnwell near Oundle. Tie up your canoe
on a small holding before being collected and
for a short journey by road to Lower Farm B&B.
Lower Farm will provide you with a comfort-
able and relaxed country retreat tucked away
from busy roads in a picturesque and tradi-
tional farm setting.

No children under 5 years of age. Please also be aware that,
regardless of age, if children are too small to be adequately
protected by our child buoyancy aids, they will not be
allowed to participate. The final decision is ours.

Single person bookings are not advised. However, please call
to discuss if you feel you have appropriate experience.

A non-refundable 50% booking deposit will be required at
the time of booking, and may be paid by Credit Card, Debit
Card or Cheque. The remainder may also be paid at the time
of booking, or by Cash Only on the day of hire.

A security deposit against the canoe and equipment, in the
form of either a passport, driving license or credit card will
be required on the day of hire, from the leader of each party.
